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Registration area

Prachuap Khiri Khan Prov-
ince is located on the South, about
281 kilometers from Bangkok, at a
latitude 11:49 N and longitude
99:48 E, 3 Ft (0 meters) above sea
level. The north of Prachuap Khiri
Khan is Phetchaburi Province,
Chumporn on the south, the Gulf
of Thailand on the east and Myanmar
on the west. The total area is 6,368
square kilometers. The province,
today, is more famous for its natu-
ral charm of beaches and moun-
tains than historical attractions.
Hua Hin, its major attraction, is one
of Thailand’s most popular seaside
resorts among overseas visitors as
well as Thais. Prachuap Khiri
Khan is now divided into 7 districts
and 1 sub-district : Amphoe Mueang
Prochuap Khiri Khan, Bang Saphan,
Bang Saphan Noi, Hua Hin, Kui
Buri, Pran Buri, Thap Sakae, and
King Amphoe Sam Roi Yot.

Cancer care facilities

Thailand has a national health
care system. At the primary health
care level, there are no facilities for
specialized cancer diagnosis and
treatment. The provincial hospital
is a general hospital. At the pro-
vincial level, there are facilities for
cancer surgery, no chemotherapy
and radiotherapy. Most of cancer
patients are referred to the cancer
canters and the other hospitals for
diagnosis and treatment.

Cancer surgery services are
provided at Prachuap Khiri Khan
provincial hospital and private hos-
pitals. The cancer patients are re-
ferred for chemotherapy and radio-
therapy to other hospitals in
Bangkok.

Registry structure and methods

The population-based cancer
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registry of Prachuap Khiri Khan
province was set up at The National
Cancer Institute, Bangkok in 1999.
The sources of information are all
hospitals in Prachuap Khiri Khan
province and Bangkok Cancer Reg-
istry. Cancer cases are collected
from the medical records depart-
ment, outpatient clinics, pathology
laboratories, clinical laboratories
and death certificates. All data are
checked for duplication , verified,
coded and keyed into The CanReg4
Programme.

The data on cancer patients
are collected by both active and
passive methods Active reporting
(collection at source) involves reg-
istry personnel actually visiting the
sources of data and abstracting the
required information onto special
forms, or obtaining copies of the
necessary documents.

Passive reporting relies upon
other health care workers to com-
plete notification forms and for-
ward them to the registry, or send
copies of the necessary data.

The primary site and histol-
ogy are coded according to ICD-O
version 3. Second and subsequent
primary cancers are also registered.
A new registration number is given
for each new primary cancer as in-
dicated by the 3 digit ICD-O code,
(or cancers with different histology
at the same site), as specified in the
ICD-O manual.

Cases of carcinoma in situ are
registered but not included in the
calculation of incidence rates.
Those that become invasive are re-
registered as invasive carcinomas,
with the behaviour code changed
to “3” (malignant). The most valid
basis of diagnosis is recorded for
all registered cases.

Follow up of registered can-
cer patients is performed by a mix-
